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Types of wound: Closed wound

i The result of blunt forces that do not break
the integrity of skin. E.g. contusion and
hematomas.

o Contusion:

x Injury to blood vessels contained within the dermis.

x It caused localized swelling and pain.

x patient may have some discolouration at the injury
sites as the blood leaking from the damaged

vessels and accumulating in the surrounding
tissues.




Types of wound: Closed wound

i Hematoma

x Similar to contusion

x It usually involves damages to a large blood vessel
and a larger amount of tissue.

x Characterized by a large lump with bluish
discolouration caused by blood collecting beneath
the skin.

x This blood may also separate tissues and pool in
the pickets they form.




1 Patient is at risk for external bleeding and
contamination with the bacteria, may lead to
Infection.

1 Open wound may be the first indicator of a
deeper, more serious Injury, such as fracture
or ruptured or lacerated organ.
